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APPENDIX D. BUREAU OF ECONOMIC ANALYSIS DATA 

 

The U.S. Bureau of Economic Analysis (BEA) employment and income data are drawn, in 

part, from income tax filings; hence, 2010 was the year for which the most current data 

was available.  

 

The Office of Management and Budget (OMB) introduced the North American Industry 

Classification System (NAICS) to replace the Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) system.3 

The NAICS system makes it possible to compare industry statistics among international, 

state and local economies. NAICS groups economic activities into 21 sectors, up from the 

10 divisions in the SIC system. The use of the NAICS makes substantial time series breaks 

in most industries, which will affect projections and comparisons of statistics over time due 

to differences in the two systems. One of the major differences is the structure of the 

NAICS taxonomy, which is based on a production-oriented, or supply-based, conceptual 

framework instead of the output-based framework used in the SIC. 

 

Beginning with the 2001 data, the BEA used the NAICS in place of the SIC system. The 

employment and earnings data in this section present the latest NAICS data available for 

2006 through 2010. 
 

The following concepts are used in this section: 
 

Employment represents jobs, not labor force (which counts individuals). These jobs 

include proprietorships, agricultural work, domestic employment, and casual labor 

jobs. 
 

Income data includes earnings from work as well as unearned income sources, such as 

property income (dividends, interest, and rent), and government transfer payments, 

such as welfare. Personal income represents place of residence data. All income data 

are presented in terms of real 2011 dollars and have been adjusted to reflect the effects 

of inflation.  
 

Earnings were derived from place of work data that included all workers, labor, and 

proprietors. Social security contributions were subtracted along with a residence 

adjustment that corrected for earnings of persons living out-of-state.  
 

Missing data represented by Ə-Ɛ in the tables are not always zeros; they may represent a 

decision by the BEA to restrict release of the information due to any of the following 

reasons: 
 

(D) Not shown to avoid disclosure of confidential information; however, the estimates 

for this item are included in the total. 

(L) Less than $50,000; however, the estimates for this item are included in the total.
